Seven steps in discerning the will of God.
1. Submit your heart – Romans 12:2.

2. Search your desires – Psalm 37:4.

4. Study the scriptures – Psalm 119:105.

5. Solicit the counsel of the wise – Proverbs 11:14.

6. Scrutinize your circumstances – 1 Corinthians 16:9.

7. Sense an internal peace – Colossians 3:15.
Psalm 34:4-5
VI. The People of the Promise have a love to fellowship with one another
Romans 1:10c-12 
Paul cites three reasons for fellowship:

1. To grow spiritually – “…so that I may impart some spiritual gift to you”.
2. To become grounded in faith – “…that you may be established”.
3. To encourage one another by faith – “that is, that I may be encouraged together with you while among you, each of us by the other’s faith, both yours and mine.”
