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To Interested Athlete and Family,

Thank you for your interest in Evergreen’s Basketball Ministry.  This letter will give you some background on Evergreen and what we believe in for our youth basketball ministry.

Youth basketball is just one facet of Evergreen’s multitude of ministries.  Evergreen is an umbrella name for six different churches that have been formed under the leadership of Pastor Cory Ishida and Pastor Ken Fong.  They are Evergreen – San Gabriel Valley (Evergreen SGV), Evergreen – Los Angeles (Evergreen LA), Gateway Friends Church, Epic Church, Lighthouse Community Church and Lifesong Community Church.
Since this is a Christian basketball ministry, we believe and hold to values that come from the Bible.  The values that we hold to are described in an acronym:
1. Encouragement as the principle means of motivation (1 Thessalonians 5:11)

2. Benevolence towards officials (Romans 13:1-3)

3. Commitment to worship, church school and youth fellowships (Hebrews 10:24-25)

4. All team members are important (1 Corinthians 12:12-26)

5. Teaching of biblical values (2 Timothy 3:16-17)

6. Humility in victory (Proverbs 16:18-19)

7. Longsuffering in defeat (Romans 8:28)

8. Emphasis on teamwork (Ecclesiastes 4:9-12)

9. Teaching of good fundamentals (Proverbs 1:1-7)

10. Importance of family (Ephesians 5:22-6:4)

11. Commitment to discipline (Hebrews 12:5-11)

12. Sportsmanship as a priority (1 Corinthians 10:31)

The youth basketball ministry encourages every athlete and their family to attend one of the Evergreen churches.  There are two reasons for this: 1) Because a family attending church will greatly benefit from it and 2) Because of our agreement with CYC and JAO (the umbrella organizations that our teams play under).  Furthermore, when an athlete begins the sixth grade, they will need to start attending an Evergreen Sunday morning church school class, Sunday morning worship, or a Friday night junior high or high school fellowship group.  

Here are the steps that you will need to take in order for your child to play on an Evergreen team:

1. Agree to what Evergreen is asking of athletes and their families in terms of values and church attendance.

2. Fill out the “New Athlete Application” and return to the address listed on the form. A Release Letter is also required if you are transferring from another organization.

3. An executive sports council representative will contact and inform you of whether there is an opening on a team or if your child will be on a waiting list to join a team.
Please note: Filling out a “New Athlete Application”, does not guarantee that your child will be placed onto an Evergreen team.   This application is valid until the beginning of the next CYC/JAO season.  At the conclusion of the season (CYC (boys up to 8th grade)– end of February and JAO (for girls up to 8th grade)– end of March, Prep (for boys & girls 9th to 12th grade) season-end of April), waiting list player(s) will need to notify the Sports Council of their interest to remain on the waiting list.  It is also the responsibility of the player and/or parents to keep contact information current throughout the year.  Once a roster spot becomes available, the Sports Council will make three attempts to contact player from information on submitted application. If contact is not possible, then the player will be dropped from the waiting list and the invitation becomes available to the next player on the team waiting list based upon priority.
